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The Parish Council would like to thank everyone who attended the open meeting arranged by the
Planning Inspectorate in the Village Hall on Monday 13 July. Over 175 people attended with many
having to stand outside by the open windows to hear what was being said.

We hope that the Planning Inspectorate were able to gain a sense of the general concerns villagers
are feeling about this proposed new road scheme and the effect it will have on the village.

The Parish Council continues to follow the timetable set out by the Planning Inspectorate and will
make further comment on progress at the next Parish Council meeting.

We would like to thank the other candidate for their putting their names forward and hope
that they continue to be interested in Parish Council matters.

Rural Housing Exception Scheme
